ANF - DRUG BURNING CEREMONY 2015  

320.91 TONS OF NARCOTICS DESTROYED 

 On 15 October 2015, ANF Organized Drug Burning Ceremony 2015. Minister of State 

for Interior & Narcotics Control Mian Baligh-ur-Rehman graced the occasion as Chief Guest at 

Islamabad. DG ANF Major General Khawar Hanif welcomed the Chief Guest and other 

distinguished participants. The event was graced by International Partners, Foreign Dignitaries, 

Officials of LEAs, Civil Society, Students, National Heroes, Educational Institutions and Media 

Persons.  

DG ANF while addressing the occasion, apprised that in year 2014-15, ANF registered 

1337 cases, apprehended 1642 persons including 71 foreigners, busted 42 Drug Trafficking 

Organizations (DTOs)/ Drug Gangs including 30 domestic and 12 international, and seized 

345.54 Ton of Narcotics, which approximately valued Rs 5 Kharab, 74 Arab, 1 Crore, 24 Lac 

and 50 Thousand (Rs 574.012 Billions) in International Market.   

While presenting ANF performance, he told that ANF actions are not just restricted to the 

seizures only; rather vigorously efforts are being made to bring the outlaws to justice. 

Successful prosecutions rate of ANF in 2014-15 stands at 89%, which includes 5 Death 

Penalties, 65 Life Imprisonments and 556 other Punishments.  

 He apprised that ANF is just not engaged in Law Enforcement; rather it is also 

committed to humanitarian obligations for the countrymen, i.e.  ANF is providing free Boarding, 

Lodging and Treatment to addicts at Islamabad, Quetta and Karachi. In this regard, ANF has 

treated 1484 patients, which includes 473 at Islamabad, 324 at Quetta and 687 at Karachi.  

 While talking about Drug Demand Reduction activities, DG ANF apprised that all out 

efforts are being made to educate General Public about hazards of Drugs and Addiction. In this 

context, this year ANF has carried out 399 Drug Demand Activities, which included lectures at 

Educational Institutions, Free Medical Camps, Sports Events, Workshops, Poster Competitions, 

Musical Shows, Walks and Distribution of Awareness Leaflets etc. 

 The ceremony ended with burning of 320.50 Ton narcotics. The burnt drugs comprised 

70665.0511 Kg Opium, 1326.930 Morphine, 12092.674 Kg Heroin, 176509.673 Kg Hashish, 

27.13314 Cocaine, 3.452 Kg Methamphetamine, 1790.56 Kg Amphetamine, 163.840 Kg Bhang, 

4943.12 Liter Acetic Anhydride, 46769.98 Kg Cannabis and 6189.95 Kg Prohibited Chemicals. 

The worth of burnt drugs amounts to Rs 2.25 Billion US Dollar in International Market.  

ANF also organized Drug Burning Ceremonies at other stations i.e. Lahore, Karachi and 

Quetta which were attended by DG Rangers Punjab Major General Umar Javed Burki, 

Governor Sindh Dr. Ishrat Ul Ebad and IG FC Major General Sher Afgan respectively as Chief

ANF - INTERACTION WITH DRUG LIAISON OFFICERS (DLOs) 

On 6 October 2015, ANF organized interaction with International Partners at Anti 

Narcotics Force Academy, Islamabad. ANF presented an overview of its efforts towards 

drug control. Director General ANF, Major General Khawar Hanif presented regional 

and national drug scenario. 

Speaking to the august gathering, 

DG ANF emphasized that drug menace is 

a global problem; hence international 

partnership is considered essential for its 

eradication. He expressed his concerns 

over increased cultivation of Poppy Crop 

in the region. He stated that in spite of 

being a frontline state against narcotics, 

Pakistan suffered the most due to Poppy 

Crops in Afghanistan. He told that effective measures to curtail drug cultivation in 

Afghanistan require more international focus. The inability of world to control drug 

cultivation and just concentrating on drug trafficking, has affected the world at large.  

  DG ANF also emphasized an 

effective role of destination countries of 

drugs, from where the demand of drugs 

and end-user financing basically emerges. 

He urged the need to rationalize alternate 

development projects in drug infested 

areas. He also stressed the need to 

confiscate assets made from drug money, 

which creates desired deterrence.    

DG ANF appreciated the efforts put in by international community to curb the 

drug menace, however also emphasized that a lot more needs to be done. He affirmed 

his commitment to promote mutual cooperation and offered his wholehearted support to 

international partners.
